One of the biggest golf rules changes for this year is about ball movement. The Royal and Ancient Golf Club announced
rules changes Oct. 24. One of the most important is about penalizing golfers for the ball moving after it has been
addressed.

Addressing the ball refers to golfers taking a stance and are ready to hit the ball. Factors such as wind, terrain and even a
stray animal might cause the ball to move just as a golfer is about to hit it.

Before, a player was penalized a stroke for the ball moving even if the golfer didn't touch it before he struck the shot. That
is no longer the case.

Stars Rory Mcllroy and Webb Simpson were victims of the rule this year. Had Simpson gained an extra stroke at the
Zurich Classic back in May, he might have been in first place instead of second after the playoff and that difference would
have been enough to make the top place on the money earner list in 2011.

In some instances, penalizing golfers for a shot won't be necessary. If the ball is moving just as someone goes to hit it, the
effect might be detrimental to the stroke. A ball already in motion will alter the trajectory before a club strikes it. A golfer
hitting a ball in motion is a penalty in itself.
